
Harbor Care Clinic provides primary care 
services to individuals and families that 
are without a permanent home. The 
following criteria determines eligibility.

Are you currently living in:

- A supervised public or private facility 
  that provides temporary living 
  accommodations?
-  Your car?
-  On the street?
-  A transitional housing program? 
-  Staying with friends or relatives for
   short periods of time with no chance
   of moving in permanently?

If yes, then you are likely eligible for 
treatment.

Do you have?

-  Do you have a permanent address?
-  A relative allowing you to stay for an  
   extended period? 
-  Are you in Section 8 housing?

If yes, then you are likely NOT eligible 
for treatment.
